Providing additional funds for NSF in the reconciliation bill 
would allow the agency to fund the numerous highly meritorious research proposals that 
currently cannot be awarded due to insufficient funds, invest in the growing backlog of 
research infrastructure maintenance, and ensure that researchers impacted by COVID-related 
delays are made whole.
